A. The Transfer of Prosperity
1. God’s Prosperity

b) For this reason, God gave to Adam authority and dominion over the earth Gen 1:26-28
and over every thing that moves on it.
c) Adam, through disobedience, turned his authority over to satan. Gen 3:1-11
2. The Fall and Prosperity
a) Man failed in his job to protect the garden. Gen 2:15
b) After sinning, man had to labor for food, eating in the sweat of his brow. Gen 3:19
c) Meanwhile the kingdoms of this earth belonged to satan. Matt 4:8,9
3. Redemption and Prosperity
a) Jesus came to destroy the works of the evil one.
b) Jesus, as son of man, defeated satan, gaining all power in heaven & earth. Matt 28:18
c) Jesus became poor that we through His poverty might be made rich. 2 Cor 8:9
d) We are joint heirs with Jesus. Rom 8:17
4. Partnership
a) Everything we need for life has already been provided to us by Jesus. 2 Pet 1:3
b) It all belongs to us and is available to us through grace. Eph 1:3
c) But the blessings of grace are accessed through our faith. Eph 2:8
d) So we must live according to God’s financial laws & call things that be not.  Matt 6:33
Rom 4:17
B. The Process of Prosperity
1. The Redemption of Creation
a) The process of regaining the earth & its kingdoms begin with the individual. Gen 6:8
b) As we accept our salvation by partnering with God’s grace through our faith, Eph 2:8
God changes us from the inside outward.
c) First our spirits are born again; then our hearts are cleansed; our souls are ~ Luke 4:18
restored; our minds renewed; and our bodies are healed for He is our jubilee.
d) All creation awaits the manifestation of the sons of God. Rm 8:19 Am
2. Our Alignment releases the Glory in us
a) This process of alignment allows the glory of God in us to flow outwards. Rom 3:23
b) This is why we prosper and are in health even as our souls prosper. 3 John 2
c) We continue to remain in alignment as we live loving forgiving lives.
3. Living in the Glory
a) The Kingdom of God (KOG) is within us, in our spirits, where God lives. Luke 17:21
b) The anointing, which includes the anointing for prosperity, flows out of our  Pro 4:23
spirits and through our hearts to our tongues, which guide our lives. Jam 3:3-5
c) As we live in the KOG, the wealth of the sinner is transferred back to us. Pro 13:22
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C. The Powers of the Earth

The Power of God

a) The power of God is the supreme power. He created all.

b) It is supernatural, spiritual for God is a spirit.

c¢) All authority on earth derives from the power, which God gave man.

The Power of Satan

a) Surprisingly, satan has no power; and therefore no power over us.

b) God has delivered us from the power of darkness, and hath translated
into the kingdom of his dear Son.

c) Jesus has stripped satan of all power, having disarmed the principalities
and powers, which were ranged against us.

The Power of Mammon

a) Mammon is the world system, put in place by man but controlled by satan.

This is why friendship with the world makes you an enemy of God.
b) The world system runs on money, which is the power of this system. Even
armies and kings become powerless without money.
Money is used to create and maintain the natural kingdoms of the earth.
¢) Money itself is a tool, which may be used for good or evil; but the love of
money is the root of all evil since it is a focus on the power of mammon.
d) You cannot serve God and mammon.

Kings and priests
